We will go over the correct
usage of stripping knives, thinning shears, strip-
ping blocks and stripping with blades.

« Patterns - Certifiers will share with you the
correct line placements on terrier and sporting
breeds, as well as correct feet, ears and heads. We
will also touch on how to evaluate the poodle for
proper pattern placement and how to achieve the
proper poodle topknot..

Kerry Blue or Soft Coated Wheaten. *Terrier
- Short Legged breeds include: West
Highland Terrier, Scottish Terrier, Sealyham
Terrier or the Hand-stripped Cairn Terrier.
(choose 2 terriers, 1 from long-legged and 1
fromshort-legged).

Please note: A 100 question written exam is
administered with each phase. The Master
Exam consists of 400 questions. Groomers
registered for certification testing must sup-
ply their own dog(s) and equipment.
