Miniature Schnauzer or Wire Fox Terrier or
Bedlington, Kerry Blue or Soft Coated
Wheaten. *Terrier - Short Legged breeds
include: West Highland Terrier, Scottish
Terrier, Sealyham Terrier or the Hand-
stripped Cairn Terrier. (choose 2 terriers, 1
from long-legged and 1 from short-legged).

Please note: A 100 question written exam
isadministered with each phase. The Mas-
ter Exam consists of 400 questions. Groom-
ersregistered for certification testing must
supply their own dog(s) and equipment.
